August 12, 2020
COVID-19 Social Distance Meeting per Governor’s Executive Order’s 
Worvie called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.  Thatcher, Worvie, Pyles, & Schlosser were present. Nelson is officially resigned on August 12th 2020. Fire Chief Herington, Deputy Clerk Walker and Nine (99) guests also attended in person, via Google meets or via phone by calling 1-402-624-0317 and entering the PIN# 970 254 283#.

Pyles read the July 8, 2020 meeting minutes.  Worvie Instructed that the minutes would stand approved.       
Mike Heath: Mr. Heath was approved at a variance meeting by the ZBA for a barn. Due to some issues with footings, Mr. Heath needed to adjust his request from one 51 x 26 to two 24 x 25 buildings, which would leave less of a footprint. Pyles made a motion to allow the change of the approval from one 51 x 26 to two 24 x 25 buildings on the recommendation of approval by the ZBA chairperson, Rick Pyles. Thatcher, also a ZBA member seconded the motion. Roll call vote Thatcher, aye; Worvie, aye; Pyles, aye; Schlosser, aye. Motion carried.

This would allow the Firemen’s Club to have raffles and other things to raise money. Pyles stated if approved, she would like the Club to come to a board meeting prior to every use for approval. Worvie made a motion to allow the Fostoria Firemen’s Club to receive a charitable gaming license as long as they seek board approval before any use. Schlosser supported the motion. 4 ayes, 0 nays. Motion carried.    
Fire Report: Herington reported on 5 runs, 3 that were canceled, 1 CPR that turned into road closure, 1 lift assist. Herington reported that Bailey had to leave the department because of her demanding work schedule. Herington then asked the board to approve Zach Orlowski. Zach comes from another department and is already certified in Firefighter 1 & 2 classes. Pyles made a motion to welcome Zach to the department. Schlosser seconded. Motion carried. Herington stated the department decided to make Kevin Thatcher a captain for the department. Worvie made a motion to accept Thatcher as a Captain. Schlosser seconded the motion. Motion carried. Herington stated they found a boat for water rescue. The boat comes with a trailer and is ready to go. After discussion Schlosser made a motion to allow the purchase. Thatcher seconded the motion. Roll call vote Thatcher, aye; Schlosser, aye; Pyles, aye; Worvie abstained. The department then asked for a purchase of 12 new flashlights, NFPA regulated for heat, water, explosions, etc. Worvie made a motion to approve the purchase. Pyles seconded the motion. Motion carried.

There was then discussion of open positions within the township. Thatcher then made a motion to accept Fawn Parsell to the Planning Commission. Schlosser seconded the motion. Motion carried.

Thatcher motioned to approve the vouchers and have checks drawn on the same.  Motion seconded by Schlosser.  Motion carried. Pyles stated she was mailing out surveys to all residents that live on North Lake about the treatment of the lake. Pyles briefly went over the quotes about the electrical in the hall, she’s still working on. Pyles went over the August 4th election. Then Pyles wanted to publicly thank the Fire Department for their part in helping in a tragedy that her and her family had faced.
