The bill would be just under $3100, less than half of what was expected. Pyles made a motion to allow Herington to spend up to $3100 to fix the tank on Engine 2. Schlosser seconded the motion. Roll Call Vote, Valentine;Aye, Nelson;Aye, Schlosser;Aye, Worvie;Aye, Pyles;Aye. Motion Carried. Herington supplied an estimate to fix the grass rig of $11,135. Herington then asked the board to accept Mike and Vinny Damiani to the department. Worvie made a motion to accept Vinny Damiani to the department. Valentine seconded. Motion Carried. Schlosser made a motion to accept Mike Damiani to the department. Nelson Seconded. Motion carried.














    Blight Report Pyles reported on 5 new cases, 14 extensions she issued, and 4 cases that came into compliance and closed. 1 of those cases came into compliance as far as blight but was turned over to animal control. 
Zoning Report: Sparks reported on 1 barn. Pyles then asked Sparks the status of 3 different complaints the township has received.
