Fire Report  Dumka reported on five (5) runs. One line down, one gas leak, one lift assist, one transformer fire, and one combine fire. There will be Life Flight training for the department on the ball field at 7:30pm on July 18. They are trying to set a date to burn the dump.
Zoning Report Schlosser reported on 14 permits written, 2 accessory buildings, 2 additions, 8 fence permits and 2 deck permits. She also issued 1 fine. She then welcomed Worvie’s pick for Zoning Administrator, Mike Sparks. Worvie thanked Hazel for the job she did in zoning while he looked for a replacement. 
Blight  Pyles reported that Dump Day was a huge success, she had 19 cases come into compliance and close out and 21 cases that had a noticeable difference so an extension was issued. Pyles had to write 2 violations and had 8 new cases in May. Worvie discussed Dump Day and a conclusion was come to that next year residents will have to show ID to bring tires to prove residency, there will also be a limit to the amount of tires one person can bring at a time. Also a $20 bonus was given to the 4 young men who helped out at dump day for all their hard work and to help recoup the cost of clothes that may have been ruined.

Roll call Vote; Valentine; Aye, Nelson; Aye, Worvie; Aye, Schlosser; Aye, Pyles; Aye. Motion carried. Pyles stated that all election bags and containers had been recertified and are good for 5 years. All permanent absentee voter applications have been sent out for August election.  Pyles brought up the necessity for the floor to be redone in the kitchen and the 2 offices, she will get bids. Pyles stated that Bill Frenzel needed repair to the cemetery mower. Pyles made a motion to allow Frenzel to spend up to $250 to get all repairs needed. Valentine seconded the motion. Motion carried. Pyles submitted the June vouchers as follows: General Fund $15,743.27; Library Fund $1,440.99; Fire Fund at $150.00.  Valentine motioned to approve the vouchers and have checks drawn on the same, seconded by Schlosser.  Motion carried.
