Herington reported that they have installed a numeric keypad on the door to help secure the hall because of all the keys given to previous employees. 
Zoning Report:  Sparks reported on the status of the 2 travel trailers that had people living in them. One is moved and the other will move when the weather breaks. No one is living in it now. Sparks reported that there are 4 applications being looked at on April 11th at the Variance Meeting.





















                    Blight Report   Pyles reported that there was 1 new case, 1 violation written, 13 extensions given, and 3 cases that came into compliance and was closed. Pyles then reported that Dump Day this year will be on Saturday May 18th fro 8-1pm. There will be no tire trailer this year. The tire trailer grant will only cover 6 trailers this year and 10 jurisdictions applied, with Watertown receiving one every year in the past they were put at the bottom of the list.
